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	DAY 01    CALCUTTA 
OVERNIGHT STAY AT CALCUTTA

Places to See : Calcutta : BBD Bagh (Dalhousie Square),  Botanical Gardens,  Rabindra Sarobar & Ramakrishna Mission,  Indian Musuem,   Maindan & Fort William,  Orchteriony,  Eden Gardens, Victoria Memorial,  St. paul’s Cathedral,  Birla Planetarium,  Kali Temple,  Howrah Bridge,  Belur Math. 

Tourists Highlight: Calcutta:  The vibrant gateway to india's east.    The capital of the eastern state of west Bengal today, but the bastion of the British Raj till Delhi took over (in 1912). Centre of literature and the arts. Bengali theatre and  cinema are among the world's best. Calcutta's museums, bookshops and art  galleries are forever crowded, its coffee houses buzz with endless literary  debate. This is the birthplace of Rabindranath Tagore and the cradle of the    Indian Renaissance.  It is also one of the country more fascinating centres and has some scenes of a rear beauty.  BBD Bagh (Dalhousie Square) :   Dalhousie Square was created in the heart of the imperial Capital of Calcutta. It has  tank in the centre, fed by natural springs, and is said to have supplied  Charnock with drinking water. Many historical buildings surround the square.  It  now houses the secretariat of the Government of West Bengal. Botanical Gardens : Founded in 1787 by the East India company, one of the main  attractions of the 273 acre Botanical Gardens is the 225 year old Banyan  tree, the largest in the world.  It was from these gardens that the tea now grown in Assam and Darjeeling was first developed.  

Indian Musuem :  Its certainly the largest and probably the best museum in India, and one of the best in Asia.    Rabindra Sarobar & Ramakrishna Mission :  Rabindra Sarobar, in the south of the city, is a park and picnic spot with a central lake.  Beside the park is the Ramakrishna Mission Institute of Culture, which has a library, reading rooms and lecture halls.   Maindan &  Fort William;  A  massive and impregnable new fort built by brttish. First they cleared out the inhabitants of the village of govendpur and in 1758 and laid the foundations of a fort which was  completed in 1781, would cost them the awesome total for those days of  Pound 2 million.   Ochterlony Monument :  Now offcially renamed the Shahid (Martyr’s)  Minar, this 48 metre-high column towers over the northern end of the maidan.  The column is a curious combination of Turkish, Egyptian and Syrian architectural elements.   Eden Gardens :  In the north-west corner of the maindan are the small and pleasantly laid out Eden gardens.  A tiny Burmese Pagoda was brought hence from prome,  Myanmar (Burma)  in 1856;  it’s set in a small lake and is extraordinarily picturesque.    Victoria memorial  At the southern end of the maidan stands the Victoria Memorial,  the msot solid reminder of British Calcutta   The victoria Memorial is a huge white marble museum,  a strange combinatin of classical European architecture with Moghyl influences or as some had put it, an unhappy British attempt to build a better Taj Majal.  St. Paul’s Cathedral :  Build betwen 1839 and 1847, St. paul’s Cathedral is one of the most important churches in India.  It stands just to the east of the Victoria Memorial at the southern end of the Maidan.    Birla Planetarium. Is one of the largest in the world.    Kali Temple :  Dakshineswar Kali temple : it is famous for its association with Ramakrishna, the great  19th   century Hindu saint, who achieved spiritual vision here. This temple was   built by Rani Rashmoni in 1847. The 12 spired temple, with its enormous   courtyard, is surrounded by 12 other temples, all of which are dedicated to Lord Shiva.  According to legend, when Siva’s wife;s corpse was cut up, one of her fingers fell here.  Since than it has been an important pilgrimage site.  Howrah bridge :   Over 2,590 metric tonnes of high tensile steet make up this unique cantilever bridge that joins the main Railway Station  (for Calcutta) and the industrial city of Howrah with the city of calcutta.    Supported by two piers 270 feet high from the road level, the span of the bridge between them is 1,500 feet, while the total distance between the two sheet anchors is 2,115 feet. Opened in 1943 replacing a former pontoon bridge, it is today one of the busiest bridges in the world. it is the busiest bridge in the world,    Belur math :  North of the city, on th west bank of the Hoogly River, is the headquarters of the Ramakrisna Mission, an Indian philosopher, preached the unity of all religions and following his death in 1886, his follower swami Vivekananda founded the Ramakrishna Mission in 1897.
