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	DAY 01      JAIPUR  
OVERNIGHT STAY AT JAIPUR
Meet and greet on arrival and transferred to city centre. Based on arrival time, the guest can enjoy the below tour if not possible, the guest can check into hotel and rest, and the sightseeing tour can be organized on some other day with the below scheduled programme according to feasibility.

Places to See : Jaipur :  . Birla Mandir, City Palace, Jantar Mantar, Amber Palace.
Tourists Highlight :    Jaipur Was And Remains The Only City In The World Symbolizing The Nine Divisions Of The Universe Through Nine Rectangular Sectors Subdividing It.  Jaipur Is A Royal City, And This Is Its Most Noticeable Aspect.  Buildings Testify To It.  Festivals Testify To It.  Its Palace Hotels Testify To It.  The Life Patterns Of Its Society Testify To It.   Popularly known as the pink city because of the pink paint applied to the buildings in its old walled city.  ( In rajput culture, pink was traditionally colour associated with hospitality.) City Palace: This Former Royal Residence Is An Imposing Blend Of Traditional Rajasthan And Mughal Architecture And Craftsmanship. In the heart of the old city, the city palace occupies a large area divided into a series of courtyards,  gardens and buildings. The former Maharaja still lives in part of the palace.   Jantar Mantar : Adjacent to the entrance of the city palace is the Jantar Mantar, or observatory, begun by Jai singh in 1728.  Jai singh’s passion for astronomy was even more notable than his powers as a warrior.Before commencing construction, he sent scholars abroad to study foreign observatorys.  The Jaipur observatory is the largest and the best preserved of the five he built. Jantar Mantar appears to be just a curious collection of sculptures but, Infact, each construction has specific purpose, such as a measuring the positions of stars, altitudes and azimuths, or calculating eclipses.  Amber Palace  :   The fort and palace is a superb example of Rajput architecture, stunningly situated on a hillside and overlooking a lake which reflects its terraces and ramparts.    Central Museum :  The museum is housed in the architecturally impressive Albert Hall in the Ram Niwas Gardens, south of the old city.  The upper floor contains portraits of the Jaipur Maharajas and many other miniatures and art works.  The ground floor has a collection of costumes and woodwork from different parts of Rajasthan and a description of the people and life in the rural areas of the state.  The collection, which started in 1833, is  also notable  for its brass ware, jewellery and pottery.   Birla Lakshmi Narayan temple, with splendid marble carving built by the Birla family. Places to See : Ajmer : Ranthambore fort, Shiv Temple, Palaces. 
Tourists Highlight : Ajmer :  A 7th Century City And A Place Of Muslim Pilgrimage Is Situated At  The Foot Of The Hill, Ajajmeru. This City Was Founded By Raja Ajay Pal Chauhan  And  Remained The Seat Of Chauhan Dynasty Till 1193 When Prithvi  Raj  Chauhan,  The  Last Hindu Ruler Was Defeated By Mohammed Ghori. South of Jaipur is Ajmer, a green oasis on the Shore of the Ana Sagar, hemmed in by barren hills.  Historically, Ajmer always had great strategic importance and was sacked by Mahmud of Ghazni on one of his periodic forays from Afghanistan.  Later, it became a favorite residence of the great Moghuls.  One of the first contacts between the Moghuls and the British occurred in Ajmer when Sir Thomas Roe met with Jehangir here in 1616.   Ajmer is a major centre of Muslim pilgrims during the fast of Ramadan. But, although it has some superb examples of early Muslim architecture,  a fort overlooking the town and a lively bazaar.  Ajmer is just a stepping stone to nearby Pushkar for most travelers. Over Night Stay - Ajmer

Places to See : Udaipur :  City Palace, Zenana Mahal, Lake Palace, Jagdish Temple  Lake Fateh Sagar, Lake Pichola, Sahelion Ki Bari, Maharana Pratap Memorial.  

Tourists Highlight : Udaipur   :  The Very Word Udaipur Evokes Memories Of Warriors Warding Off The Mighty Mughals.  It Was In And Around The Hillocks Of Udaipur That Maharana Pratap Kept Up His Herioc Battle Against Emperor Akbar.  It Was Here That Rani Padmini Preferred “Jauhar” And Walked Alive Into A Flaming Pyre Than Be Subjected To Any Indignity By The Invaders.   Meera, The Royal Born Poetess And Worshipper Of Lord Krishna Was Born Here, And Here She Found Her Ultimate Penance When She Swallowed Poison Meted To Her As Punishment, But Which She Hoped Would Bring About Her Re-Union With The God She Adored.   Udaipur Is A City Of Shimmering Lakes, Rugged Hills And Embattlements In The Shape of Palaces Both Big And Small.  Many A Historian Has Hailed It As The “Venice Of The East”.  The Aravalli Hills Abound In Flora And Fauna, Minerals And Marble Laden Shrines And Parks.    Possibly no city in Rajasthan is quite as romantic as Udaipur  City Palace  :    Imposing Octagonal Towers Surmounted By Cupolas Add Excellence To The Architecture.  The East Terrace Affords A Panoramic View Of The City.   Within The Four Walls Are Mosaics Of Peacocks, Exquisite Mirror Work And Exotic Paintings.  At Every Step, There Is A Hoary Relic.  And Is As Such The Largest In Rajasthan And Comparable In Magnificence To Windsor Palace Of United Kingdom.

Mor Chowk - Peacock  Yard Has A Visual Delight In Glass Laid Mosaics Of Peacocks And Nowhere Else In The Country Is The National Bird Shown In As Much Multihued Glory.  The Glittering Mosaic Portrays The National Bird Of India In Different Seasons Of The Year In Gracefully Decorated Designs.     Zenana Mahal  :  It Is A Romantic Palace Dating Back To The Middle.  Possessive Of Their Womenfolk, The Kings Had It Built As An Impregnable Fortress Without Even A Window But The Vast Space Within Is An Enthralling Sight For Visitors.   Lake Palace   :  The Palace, As The Name Implies, Is Amidst A Lake - Pichola.  The Walls Are Replete With Mosaics And Ancient Paintings.  The Palace Has An Impressive Array Of Fountains, Bath Reservoirs, Royal Furniture And Columns.   Sahelion Ki Bari  :  The Spectacular Garden Has Four Pools Ornate With Delicately Chiselled Kiosks And Elephants In Marble.  Surrounded By Beautiful Fountains, The Garden Has A Lotus Pool, A Sitting Room Decorated Wth Paintings And Glass Mosaics.  Maharana Pratap Memorial   :  On An Elevated Platform Is An Imposing Statue Of The Maharana In Bronze Alloy Astride His Favorite Horse “Chetak”.    Lake Fateh Sagar :  North of  Lake Pichola, this lake is over looked by a number of hills and parks..  In the middle of the lake is Nehru park, a popular garden island with a boat shaped café.   Jag Mandir :  There Is An Island Palace.   Jagdish Temple :  On The Lines Of Indo-Aryan Style, It Has A Porch Supported By Pillars And A Sanctum Crowned By A Spire Encased In A Finial.   A brass  image of the Garuda is in a shrine in front of the temple and the steps upto the temple are flanked by elephants. Over Night Stay - Udaipur
