Tourist Highlights: Halebidu (former Dwarasamudra) in Hassan district is in Belur taluk and 27 kms away from Hassan and was the capital of Hoysala after Belur. It has one of the finest Hoysala temples. The twin Shiva Temple with a common platform and two garbhagrihas, one beside the other have a common broad navaranga. One of them houses Vishnuvardhana Hoysaleshwara Linga and the other Shanthaleshwara Linga. Infront of the Hoysaleshwara is the Nandimantapa and behind that is a shrine of Surya with a two-metre-tall image. The temple doorways are highly ornate and impressive. Outer walls have rows of intricate figures narrating episodes from epics like Ramayana, Bharatha and Bhagavata. The place has a Parshwanatha basadi with highly polished pillars in which on- lookers queer images are reflected. There is a Museum of the A.S.I. The Kedareshwara temple is another monument built by Ketaladevi, Ballala II's Queen. Chatchatnahalli (nearby) has a trikuta temple built by Chatta Dandanayaka in 1220.

Mysore Palace :  The beautiful profile  of this walled Indo Saracenic palace, the seat of the Maharajahs of Mysore, graces, the city’s skyline. The Old Mysore Palace Still Has All Its Trappings Of Royalty.  The Lalitha Mahal Palace, Built In The Impressive Indo-Sarcenic Style, Is Now A-5* Hotel.Chamundi Hills:  Standing Up In A Little Hill, With A Commanding View Of The City, Is The Temple To  Chamundeshwari, The Patron Deity Of The City.  Srirangapatna  It Is Historically A Great Battle Field For A Brave King Tipu Sultan. Stand the ruins of the capital from which Hyder Ali and Tipu Sultan ruled much of southern India during the 18th century.  In 1799, the British finally conquered them with the help of disgruntled local leaders.  Tippu’s defeat marked the real beginning of British territorial expansion.  Mosque :  Attractive, but the mosque is often kept locked, so there’s little to see.  Sri Ranganatha Temple :  This wonderful old temple is dedicated to a form of Vishnu and the town is named after the deity.  Water  Gate  : The small reinforced gate gives access to the  riverside.  It was near here that tipu met his death, and in addition to the small plaque on the gateway, theres also a simple stone slightly further to the east that marks the spot where he fell.  Summer palace :  Also known as the Daria Daulat Baugh.  Every square centimetre of the inner walls s covered with murals depicting his armies and the splendour of his kingdom.  Gumbos or Mausoleum  Tipu sultan and his father, Hyder Ali was buried with full military honours. Over night stay - mysore
